This document provides a template flyer to communicate H.R.1. changes to potential new SNAP beneficiaries focused on veterans. This document offers two options for format that states can choose from. Option 1 is on pages 1-2 and option 2 is on page 3. 

Veterans may now need to meet work requirements to receive food stamps, also called SNAP benefits. 

	You may be required to work at least 80 hours per month to receive SNAP benefits for more than 3 months in a 3-year period.

Here’s what you need to do:
1. Check if you are excused from needing to meet work requirements. See below.
2. If you are not excused, you must work, volunteer, or participate in a job training program for at least 80 hours each month and report your work activity

	You may need to meet work requirements if you: 

	· Are age 18 – 64
· Do not live with a dependent child under age 14
· Are physically and mentally able to work



Although veterans are not automatically excused from needing to meet work requirements, you still may not need to meet work requirements if you are: 

· Younger than 18 or older than 64
· Responsible for a dependent child under age 14 in your household
· Pregnant
· Receiving VA disability benefits regardless of rating
· Applying for or receive other disability benefits such as SSI/SSDI
· Physically or mentally unable to work
· Enrolled in school, college, or a training program at least half-time
· Participating in a drug addiction or alcohol treatment and rehabilitation program
· Receiving or have applied for unemployment benefits
· Caring for someone who is sick or disabled
· Already working 30 hours or more a week or earning at least $217.50 a week 
· Meeting the work rules for Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF)
· Identify as an Indian, Urban Indian, or California Indian

You can meet your work requirements by:

	Working
